LOCATION: CITYWIDE
APPLICANT: City of Glendale, Community Development Department

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: General Plan Amendment updating the City of Glendale’s
Housing Element, a document that outlines Glendale’s housing policies. State law
mandates periodic updates to the Housing Element, which was last updated in January
2014. This sixth update provides policies, programs, and actions to accommodate the
City’s share of Regional Housing Needs Assessment (RHNA). The Housing Element
identifies sites to accommodate future projected housing growth needed for the 2021-
2029 planning period. The 6™ Cycle Housing Element Update does not propose to
change the zoning, density, or development regulations applicable to any sites to
accommodate the City's RHNA. The City Council is asked to adopt the 6" Cycle
Housing Element.

ENVIRONMENTAL DETERMINATION: The proposed Project is exempt under State
CEQA Guidelines 815061(b)(3) commonsense exemption, because the Project involves
policies, programs, and actions to meet the City’s RHNA allocation that either would not
cause a significant effect on the environment or incorporates actions that have already
been taken by the City. The project is further exempt pursuant to State CEQA
Guidelines Section 15283 and California Government Code Section 65584(Q).

The Planning Commission held a public hearing and considered the Housing Element
Update on December 15, 2021. The Planning Commission recommended that the City
Council adopt the Housing Element Update.

The Glendale City Council will conduct a public hearing in Council Chambers of the
Glendale City Hall, 613 East Broadway, Glendale, on January 25, 2022, at or after the
hour of 6:00 p.m. The City Council will be asked to adopt 6" Cycle Housing Element
Update.

Due to the evolving situation with the COVID-19 novel coronavirus and health
recommendations from the LA County Health Department, the City Council hearing will
be available to the public electronically. Due to social distancing requirements, the
public will not be able to attend the meeting. The public is encouraged to watch and
participate from the safety of their homes to practice social distancing.
